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The New MTMC Hospital Construction Continues to Progress
MURFREESBORO, Tenn. – Construction is progressing with the new Middle Tennessee Medical Center.  The hospital remains on schedule to be complete by August of 2010.
During the month of February, the construction crew is focusing on Major Mechanical, Plumbing, and Electrical Equipment.  The Boilers, Cooling Towers, Chillers and Water Pumps have arrived and have been set in the Central Energy Plant.  This equipment will help support the Hot Water, Chilled Water, and supply Heating and Cooling Air for the Hospital.  Air conditioning will be in place by September 2009.  This Electrical Equipment will supply power to all major equipment and to all areas of the Hospital.
The cost of all the major equipment on the Project is over $9M, all of which arrived over the past two months.  This equipment will serve the entire 550,000 square feet; 15,000 receptacles, 11,000 light fixtures, 1,000 sinks, and 750 toilets.
